Dave’s Pocket Watch Stand Kit

This stand is designed to “comfortably” hold most large 12 – 18 size Pocket Watches and their Chains and Fobs while positioning the watch for easy “Bedside Reading”

Suggested Tools and materials;

Single Edge Razor or Box Cutter. 
Elmer’s Wood Glue

Cut Rite Wax Paper

180 & 320 Sandpaper

Watch Stand Kit Assembly Instructions 
1. Cut the small Joiner tabs with a Single Edge razor or box cutter to prevent splitting when removing parts.

2. Sand the Tab tips off to ease in assembly. 
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3. Glue the Watch Retainer Tabs to top face. (I suggest covering the work surface with Cut Rite waxed Paper.
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4. Lay the sides next top the base so they intersect and extrude a thin line of glue along each side where they will join.
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5. Fold each side up and hold perpendicular and make sure they are fully locked in.
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6. Lay Back Plate next to base back and repeat steps 4 And 5 to assemble it. (Note back plate will help “square up” sides, so do this step quickly after sides are up.)
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7. Extrude a line of glue down each side of front cover and along the front opening of the base.
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8. Apply the front cover to the completed base assembly and carefully hold it in position while the glue begins to set.
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9. After Glue has set for 24 hours, flat sand all outside faces and cleanup around face details in preparation for use “dry” or finish stain or Sealing. [image: image9.jpg]
